The Duiker gets its name from the Afrikaans word 'duiker' which means to dive, relating to the animal's habit of ducking away
into bushes when danger threatens. They can live independently of water and feed on leaves, fruit and seeds. They are one of
the very few antelope to have been known to eat insects and carrion.

They are mainly active in late afternoon and into the night with other peak periods in the early morning hours. They are
probably the most successful bovid species in Africa.
